At 18 Mary became an instant success when, to supplement her income, she sang on a Dublin radio station. After a whirlwind romance, at age 20 she married American poet Richard Selig and moved to America. Richard died 15 months later. Mary continued to sing and, at the height of her fame, then aged 26, with no explanation to the public, she abruptly disappeared. After 12 years’ absence Mary suddenly reappeared. She had spent this time as an anonymous nun in an austere closed order monastery in the English midlands, Mary decided to abandon a world of fame, glitter and noise for a life of silence, unable to see visitors (visually), look into a mirror or listen to a radio. After her reappearance she again reached great heights and popularity all over the world for a further 16 years. In 1994 Mary retired and again disappeared. Australian playwright John Misto, after reading her autobiography Scent of the Roses, was so intrigued by this mysterious lady he spent 6 years searching for her, eventually finding her in the heart of Africa. 
Harp on the Willow reveals that time of her life when she first became famous, married, was widowed, and mysteriously disappeared. 
Mary sings some of her famous songs including Danny Boy and the song that inspired her to return to singing, Lord of the Dance.
